The extremely flexible stapling option of the
pipes is not bound to any grid and can be optimally adapted to the
room geometry.

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3 Handling

3.1 Transport and storage

Transport

n Transport in complete packing units

Storage

n Store in a clean and dry place
n Do not load with heavy objects
n Do not remove the components from the packaging until immedi‐

ately before use

3.2 General mounting instructions

n After laying out and applying the screed, protect from soiling and
mechanical load.

n Before applying the screed, carefully seal the wall connections,
joints, abutting edges and any damage.

n When using flowing screeds, mask the overlapping system panels
with adhesive tape.

3.3 Assembly
▶ Attach the edge insulation strip.
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▶ Cut off the protruding marking foil on the sides of the wall.

▶ Unfold the tacker panel and lay it.

▶ Place the tacker panels end to end, pressing the overlapping
marking foil on.

INFO! Avoid cross joints when laying out the tacker panels. 

▶ Stick the edge insulation strip foil onto the tacker panels with adhe‐
sive tape without tension.

▶ Tape the abutting edges with the overlapping marking foil.
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▶ Lay the heating pipes using the grid and staple them in place.

▶ Create an expansion joint using an expansion joint profile.

▶ Cut a cut-out in the expansion joint profile for each pipe lead-in.

▶ Guide the heating pipes through a protective pipe for joints (model
1404).

3.4 Disposal
Dispose of the product for collection, recovery or recycling. The product
can be recycled materially, as feedstock and thermally.
