The
Prevista Dry Plus WC module can generally be used with all types of
WC ceramic.

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3.2 Assembly
3.2.1 Shortening the WC module (optional)

If required, the WC module can be shortened.

The cistern is height-adjustable on four levels.

The flushing pipe elbow and the empty conduit also need
to be shortened.

▶ To reduce the construction height by 25/50/60 mm, unscrew the
upper screws on the brackets.

▶ Loosen the lower screws on the brackets.

▶ Push the cistern slightly upwards.

▶ Tilt the cistern backwards.

▶ Pull the flushing pipe elbow out of the cistern.

▶ To reduce the construction height by 25/50/60 mm, shorten the
flushing pipe elbow as necessary.

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▶ To reduce the construction height by 140 mm, shorten the flushing
pipe elbow at the groove as necessary.

▶ Separate the support plates at the marking.

NOTICE! Deburr the inside and outside of the flushing pipe
elbow. 

▶ To reduce the construction height by 25/50/60/140 mm, detach the
empty conduit from the module.

▶ Shorten the empty conduit accordingly.

▶ Fix the empty conduit to the module again.

▶ Fix the flushing pipe elbow to the module with the clip.

▶ Insert the flushing pipe elbow into the cistern.

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3.2.2 Mounting the WC module

The two vertical rails that surround the module must be
open towards the module.

Do not fit the left rail until the WC module has been fitted on the right-
hand rail.

▶ Secure the module onto the open mounting rail with the slot nuts
supplied:

▶ Insert the slot nut into the opening of the module.

▶ Push the slot nut in until it engages.

Handling
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▶ Attach the left Prevista Dry Plus mounting rail.

INFO! The two vertical rails that surround the module must
be open towards the module. 

▶ Fix the WC module on the mounting rail with the slot nuts.

▶ Align the WC module.

Repeat the steps for attaching the slot nuts on the left-
hand side.

▶ Fix the lower slot nuts.

▶ Align the WC module.

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▶ Fix the upper slot nuts.
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3.2.3 Connecting concealed cistern
▶ Turn the site protection panel lock 90° anti-clockwise.

▶ Remove the site protection panel.

▶ Place the press connector onto the water inlet.

▶ Press the connection.

▶ Seal the threaded connectors of the corner valve.

▶ Screw the corner valve into the thread side of the press connector.

Handling
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INFO! For the concealed cistern 3H, the corner valve can be
attached from the top or rear. 

▶ Remove the plug.

INFO! Observe the proper fit of the corner valve. 

▶ Use the lock nut to screw the corner valve and the cistern to each
other.

▶ Remove the protective cap from the flexible hose.

▶ Screw the flexible hose and the corner valve to each other (hand
tight).

INFO! If a WC flush plate with electronic flush actuation is to
be mounted, the small flush volume must be set to 2 litres. 

▶ Set the flush volume as applicable, Ä Chapter 3.2.6 ‘Setting the
flush volume’ on page 19.

Handling
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▶ Insert the site protection panel into the cistern.

▶ Turn the site protection panel's lock by 90° clockwise.

▶ Place the inspection shaft on the site protection panel.

To remove the inspection shaft, press in the fixing clips at
the side.

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3.2.4 Mounting the drain elbow
▶ Insert the mounting bracket.

▶ Insert the drain elbow to the desired depth.

▶ Fasten the drain elbow using the bow.

▶ Fit the site protection.

Handling
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3.2.5 Setting up and cladding the WC module
▶ Turn in the threaded rods by hand.

▶ Place the protective caps on the threaded rods.

▶ Cut out the recesses for the site protection, the inspection shaft and
the threaded rods.

▶ Clad the element with suitable plasterboard cladding panels.

3.2.6 Setting the flush volume

For an electronic flush actuation, the small flush volume
must be set to 2 litres.

Handling
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Requirements:

n The cistern is freely accessible.
n The water supply has been shut off.
n The ceramic has been mounted.

▶ Fold the tabs forward.

▶ Lift the drain valve.

▶ Remove the drain valve through the revision opening.

Handling
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▶ Set the large flush volume at the drain valve.

▶ Set the small flush volume at the drain valve.

Requirements:

n The drain valve has been dismounted.
n The flushing throttle has been removed.

▶ Unlock the flushing throttle.

▶ Set the flush flow at the throttle.

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▶ Lock the flushing throttle.

3.3 Cleaning and maintenance

The concealed cistern is constantly under mechanical, chemical, and
physical stress. For this reason, the components must be cleaned as
required, and the drain and filling valve seals renewed.

In areas or regions with hard water due to high concentration of calcium
or magnesium salts, there is the risk of limescale deposits developing
on the inlet and drain valves. The valves may have to be replaced,
depending on the extent of the deposits.

3.4 Disposal
Separate the product and packaging materials (e. g. paper, metal,
plastic or non-ferrous metals) and dispose of in accordance with valid
national legal requirements.
