Stagnation can lead to the build up of germs (e.g. legionella) in potable
water pipelines. It is important to rinse the pipeline regularly to prevent
the build up of bacteria. The Viega Hygiene function was developed for
this reason.

Flushes are actuated in a time-controlled manner with the Viega
Hygiene function. Interval and flush volume will be set as required and
saved by the control. All settings remain saved during a power cut.

The function is deactivated at the factory.

The system's range of functions can be expanded through the connec-
tion of accessories onto the control.

You need the following accessories to connect a radio receiver instead
of a cable-connected external sensor:

Signals to actuate the flush (e. g. on support hinged handles) sent by
HEWI radio transmitters can be received by a radio receiver (model
8570.58).

For complete mounting of the electronic flush plate, you need the elec-
tronic accessory set (model 8655.11). Install the mains adapter in a con-
nection socket suitable for protection class Il (e.g. model 8570.62).

This ensures installation according to SELV.

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3.2 Assembly

3.2.1  Mounting remote flush actuation

Mounting in a masonry wall

B The installation set (model 8640.14) is installed.

I Cut into the corners of the concealed socket.

B Fold the sides of the concealed socket outwards up to the tile level
and snap them off.

I Route the extension cable through the empty pipe from the con-
cealed socket to the control.
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I Connect the extension cable to the installation frame of the remote
flush actuation.

I Fasten the installation frame of the remote flush actuation in the
concealed socket.

I Screw on the installation frame with care. Make sure the frame does
not warp.

Errors, faults and remedy

Handling

o In case of malfunctions, disconnect the model from the
I power supply and reconnect it after one minute.
Cause Solution

The supply voltage has failed.

The cistern is not yet completely
full.

There is no water in the cistern.
The corner valve is closed.

The control is defective.

The plugs of control and flush
plate have not been connected.

The seal at the filling valve is dirty
or damaged.

The seal at the drain valve is dirty
or damaged.

Care tips

Check the power supply.

Wait until the cistern is sufficiently
full.

Open the corner valve.

Replace the control.

Establish the plug connection.

Check the seal, replace if neces-
sary.

Check the seal, replace if neces-
sary.

Use normal soap or a mild cleaning agent for regular care and preven-
tion of lime scale on the flush plate. Under no circumstances should
scouring agent or scratching objects be used.

Strong stains can be removed using typical household cleaner. Rinse
the detergent thoroughly with clear water after the prescribed exposure
time. There should be no residue on the components.
