3.1 Assembly information
3.1.1  Mounting conditions

Suitable walls

The wall constructions must comply with the regulations in section
& Chapter 2.1 ‘Standards and regulations’ on page 5.

The WC element may only be mounted on even wall surfaces.

Construction height

With the construction height, the marked height of the upper edge of
the finished floor must be observed.

Actuation versions

The WC element can be extended by a remote flush actuation or by an
electronic actuation, as well as by sensitive flush plates. The cables for
these electrical actuation versions must be laid in front of the cladding.

The corresponding empty pipe is required when preparing the remote
flush actuation.

3.2.1  Mounting WC element

3.2.2 Connecting concealed cistern

I Turn the site protection panel lock 90° anti-clockwise.

I Remove the site protection panel.

I Place the press connector onto the water supply.
I Press the connection.
I Seal the threaded connectors of the corner valve.

I Screw the corner valve into the thread side of the press connector.

B Remove the plug.

I Insert the corner valve into the cistern.

INFO! Observe the proper fit of the corner valve.

I Use the lock nut to screw the corner valve and the cistern to each
other.

I Remove the protective cap from the water supply hose.

I Screw the water supply hose and the corner valve to each other
hand tight.

INFO! If a WC flush plate with electronic flush actuation is to
be mounted, the small flush volume must be set to 2 litres.

B Set the flush volume as applicable, & Chapter 3.2.6 ‘Setting the
flush volume’ on page 22.

B Insert the site protection panel into the cistern.

I Turn the site protection panel's lock by 90° clockwise.

I Place the inspection shaft on the site protection panel.

To remove the revision shaft, press in the fixing clips at
I the side.

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3.2.3 Mounting the drain elbow

3.2.5 Set and clad the WC element
I Turn in the threaded rods by hand.

For 180 mm gauge for bore hole: Counter the threaded rods in front
of the element with a nut.

For 230 mm gauge for bore hole: Counter the threaded rods in front
of and after the element with a nut.

I Place the protective caps on the threaded rods.

I Corn a suitable gypsum cladding panel at the revision shaft and at
the site protection by applying gentle pressure.

I Cut out the recesses for the site protection, the revision shaft and
the threaded rods.

Prevista Dry WC element with shower WC connection 820 mm

Handling

B Maintain a minimum distance of 30 mm from the front edge of the
tile to the shaft.

I Clad the element with suitable gypsum cardboard cladding panels.

Setting the flush volume

) For an electronic flush actuation, the small flush volume
I must be set to 2 litres.

B The cistern is freely accessible.
B The water supply has been shut off.
B The ceramic has been mounted.

I Fold the tabs forward.
B Lift the drain valve.

B Remove the drain valve through the revision opening.

I Set the large flush volume at the drain valve.

I Set the small flush volume at the drain valve.

Requirements:

B The drain valve has been dismounted.
B The flushing throttle has been removed.

B Unlock the flushing throttle.
I Set the flush flow at the throttle.

B Lock the flushing throttle.

3.3 Cleaning and maintenance
Cleaning and maintenance of the concealed cistern

The concealed cistern is constantly under mechanical, chemical, and
physical stress. For this reason, the components must be cleaned as
required, and the drain and filling valve seals renewed.

In areas or regions with hard water due to high concentration of calcium
or magnesium salts, there is the risk of limescale deposits developing
on the inlet and drain valves. The valves may have to be replaced,
depending on the extent of the deposits.

3.4 Disposal

Separate the product and packaging materials (e. g. paper, metal,
plastic or non-ferrous metals) and dispose of in accordance with valid
national legal requirements.
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
