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3 Handling

3.1 Assembly
3.1.1 Mounting the display element

▶ Use a compass saw (Ø 68 mm) to saw the hole into the wall.

▶ Insert the empty conduit such that two rings can be seen on the
inside.

NOTICE! Do not bend the empty conduit. 

▶ Insert the connection socket with the word [TOP]  and the outlet
facing upwards.

Mounting the connection socket on pre-walls

Handling
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▶ Screw on the connection socket.

▶ Push on the sealing collar and incorporate it into the sealing con‐
cept.

▶ Insert the seal plug.

▶ Tile in the connection socket.

Handling
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▶ Insert the empty conduit such that two rings can be seen on the
inside.

NOTICE! Do not bend the empty conduit. 

▶ Insert the connection socket into the recess.

▶ Fix the connection socket with quick-setting mortar.

Mounting the connection socket on masonry walls
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▶ Push on the sealing collar and incorporate it into the sealing con‐
cept.

▶ Fit the seal plug.

▶ Tile in the connection socket.

Handling
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▶ Cut off or saw off the connection socket so that it is flush with the
surface.

▶ Cut-off condition.

▶ Insert the seal into the cover rosette.

INFO!  Insert the seal so that the ends form an opening in
the bottom section of the cover rosette. 

Mounting the display element

Handling
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▶ Place the cover rosette on the flush-mounting box. Make sure that
the open side of the cover rosette is located top left.

▶ Select the appropriate screw length.

▶ Fasten the cover rosette using the selected screws.

▶ Pull the rotating knob off of the control element.

Handling
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▶ Loosen the screws on the control element and pull the cable out
through the fastening element.

▶ Insert the cable and push it through the empty conduit.

▶ Insert the control element.

▶ Fasten the control element to the cover rosette with screws.

▶ Insert the rotating knob.

Handling
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▶ Put on the site protection of the rotating knob.
