The drain valve was developed for the dual flush technology with a
small and a large flush volume. The small and large flush volumes are
actuated by pressing the small or the large button in the flush plate.

3.2 Assembly
3.2.1 Setting the flush volume

B Set the small flush volume at the slide control at the side of the
overflow pipe.

B Slide control in top position: approx. 3 litres
B Slide control in bottom position: approx. 4 litres

B Set the large flow volume at the slide control at the bottom of the
drain valve.

B Slide control in left position: approx. 6 litres
B Slide control in right position: approx. 9 litres

3.2.2 Removing the existing installation

Dismantling the flush plate from the front

o The flush plate installed in your existing installation may

I differ from the plate shown in the illustration. However, the
steps for removal will usually correspond to the steps
shown in the following.

B Remove the flush plate.

Pull the flush plate off the wall in as perpendicular a way as pos-
sible.

B Loosen the support at the top and the bottom and remove it from
the installation shaft straight forward.

I Loosen the knurled nuts on the left and right side.

B Remove the base plate.
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I Loosen the threaded bolts with a 90° turn.
I Remove the threaded bolts.

B Remove the cover straight forward from the installation shaft.

B Close the corner valve and empty the cistern completely.

I Use a flat-blade screwdriver to turn the lock of the mechanism anti-
clockwise through 90° to release the mechanism.

I Remove the mechanism from the installation shaft and dispose of it.

B Remove the bow of the drain valve and dispose of it.
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I Release the drain valve from the drain valve seat, remove and dis-
pose of it.

B» Remove and store the drain valve seat retainer.

B Remove the drain valve seat and dispose of it.

B Loosen the filling hose on the filling valve.
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I Remove the filling valve upwards from the filling valve holder and
dispose of it.

I Pull out the transport lock of the filling valve holder upwards.
Remove the filling valve holder.

Dispose of the two components.

3.2.3 Inserting the spare parts

Spare part set

Requirements:

B The water inlet of the cistern has been closed.

B All parts of the existing installation you intend to replace have been
removed.

I Insert the new drain valve seat into the cistern.

Push the bottom end of the drain valve seat into the drain hole of
the cistern as far as it will go.

B Fasten the flap of the drain valve seat behind the holder of the filling

valve.

® Insert the drain valve in the drain valve seat.

I Fasten the rear of the drain valve at the drain valve seat.

When you intend to install an electronic flush actuation or
a touchless flush plate, follow the steps described in the
instructions for use for the flush actuation or the flush
plate from this point. In this case, you do not need to
carry out the other assembly steps described in these
instructions for use.

B Mount the retainer and fix the drain valve seat under the retainer.

I Fit the enclosed filling valve holder.

B Insert the filling valve into the filling valve holder.

B Connect the filling hose to the filling valve.
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I Put the bracket on the drain valve from the right.

B Insert the mechanism and hook in the bracket.

B Open the angle valve and insert the cover.

To re-install the old plate, follow the instructions in the
next section.

B Insert the threaded bolts.
I Fasten the threaded bolts by turning them 90°.

B Place the base plate and secure with supplied screws.

' B Screw the actuating rods into the threaded hole of the actuating

B Push the Bowden cable unit onto the drain valve from the right until
it engages.
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B Open the corner valve.

B Insert the enclosed threaded bolts into the drill holes inside the revi-
sion shaft and fasten them by turning them 90°.

I Insert the Bowden cables into the back of the base plate.

Insert the green Bowden cable in the place marked with a green dot.

I Insert the base plate and secure with the supplied screws.
