2.3.1 Areas of application

The shower channel is used in the bathroom as a drain for a floor-level
shower. The shower channel is dimensioned for small to medium vol-
umes of water, such as those occurring in the residential building sector,
for example.

The shower channel is intended for draining common household waste-
water in constant operation, see & Chapter 2.1 ‘Standards and regula-
tions’ on page 6.

B For bridging the material change from drain to screed, either a suit-
able sealing collar or sealing tape designed for overlapping with the
thin bed bonded sealing over a width of at least 50 mm must be
used.

B The screed must be laid at a minimum incline of 1-2%.

B The installation must be carried out in acc. with the mounting
instructions and the manufacturer's information.

During assembly:

B Observe installation dimensions.

B Position the shower channel in such a way that the insert is remov-
able.

After assembly:

B The shower channel must be fully lined with mortar.

B The sealing accessories should be given to the person responsible
for the bonded sealing (e.g. tiler).

B Coordinate all relevant installation details, especially regarding the
bonded sealing, with those responsible for the subsequent work.

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3.5 Fitting the mounting flange

I Apply a coat of lubricant for plastic pipes to the inside of the profile
seal.

I Push the flange into the odour trap as far as it will go.

Once the scratch coat has dried, apply the self-levelling coating
and sealant (e.g. Arturo PU) according to the manufacturer’s instruc-
tions.

INFO! To prevent water accumulating on the shower
channel profile, apply the self-levelling coating 1-2 mm
higher than the profile.

When the self-levelling coating has cured, remove the foam rubber
tape or XPS foam sheet from the profile.

Deburr the edge at the transition to the profile and clean.

Clean shower channel

Care

Normal soap or a mild cleaning agent can be used for regular mainte-
nance and prevention of lime scale on the grate and frame. Use no
scouring agent or abrasive objects.

Strong stains, even around the drain unit and the odour trap, can be
removed using typical household cleaner. Rinse the detergent very thor-
oughly with clear water after the prescribed dwell time. There should be
no residue on the components.

Viega recommends using a mild cleaning agent, a cloth and a washing-
up brush for cleaning.

» Remove the shower channel insert and sieve.

I Clean the sieve.

B Clean the odour trap.

B Replace the sieve and the shower channel insert.
