3.1 Assembly information
3.1.1 Installation dimensions
The mounting bracket allows an installation depth of 40-300 mm.

The minimum installation depth is 40 mm for a pre-wall construction
with a mounting rail.

3.2 Assembly

3.2.1 Mounting the mounting angle

Mounting on a rail

INFO! Remove the tendon that is not needed.

I [f necessary, slightly compress and move the tendon.

B On the open side of the mounting rail, press the tendon onto the rail.
B Adjust the distance to the wall.
I Tighten the tendon (SW 5).

B On the closed side of the mounting rail, remove the plug-in piece of
the mounting angle.

I Tighten the tendon (SW 5).
