To ensure that drainage is guaranteed, backflow traps may
not be employed as the central safeguard for a building with drainage
equipment installed above the backflow level — in the event of backflow,
it would lead to flooding in the building due to wastewater being unable
to drain away.

3.2 Assembly

Requirements:

B The installation in the drainage pipeline may only be carried out by
construction or specialised plumbing companies observing the
building regulations and following these instructions.

I Position the drain on the floor and fasten to the reinforcement.

I Connect the drain to the wastewater pipe in the direction of flow.

I Pull out the top and make level with the floor.

B If necessary, insert a height adjustment piece (model 4992).

When using cameras and cleaning devices (cleaning spiral, high-
pressure cleaner), protect the backflow trap against mechanical
damage.

Only begin maintenance work when is certain that there is no back
flow situation and the drainage fittings upstream from the Backflow
trap are not being used.
