3.1 Assembly information
3.1.1  Mounting conditions
Suitable walls
B Prevista Dry Plus pre-wall constructions

The washbasin module may only be mounted on even wall surfaces.

Construction height

With the construction height, the marked height of the upper edge of
the finished floor must be observed.

3.2 Assembly

3.2.1 Mounting module
Preparing the concealed connection box
I Seal the corner valve (e.g. using hemp).

B Screw the corner valve into the screw fitting.

I Seal and screw in a suitable pipeline adapter.

INFO! Observe the additional markings when aligning the
corner valves.

B Screw in until the connection to the washbasin fitting is between the

markings.

B Mount the entire seats in the concealed connection box.

[ The object can be heard locking into place.

) The two vertical rails, which surround the module, must
I be open towards the module and have an inner distance
of 420 mm.

I Secure the module onto the open mounting rail with the slot nuts
supplied:

Insert the slot nut into the opening of the module.
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B Push the slot nut in until it engages.

B Set the height of the rail.

I Fasten the slot nut.

I Bend the sides of the metal bars of the rails.

z N B Bend the sides of the metal bars of the fitting holder.
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B Set the height of the module according to the ceramic manufactur-
er's instructions.

3.2.2 Set and clad the module
B Turn in the threaded rods by hand.

I Tighten the nuts of the threaded rods with a fork spanner (size 17).
B Place the protective caps on the threaded rods.

B Make the water connections.

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I Attach the site protection from the concealed connection box.

B Cut the plasterboard cladding panel to size.

I Clad the module with suitable plasterboard cladding panels.
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Final assembly of the con-
cealed connection box

Handling

B Remove the site protection.

I Cut the shaft of the concealed connection box at tile-level.

B Manufacture the connection for the washbasin fitting on one side
using the copper pipe supplied.

If necessary, cut the chrome-plated pipe elbow supplied to the cor-
responding length.

B» Manufacture the second connection on the other side in the same
way.
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° Handling
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I Shorten the copper pipe. The connection of the compression fitting
must be within the concealed connection box.

B Mount the compression fitting.

I Optionally, connect the washbasin fitting to the concealed connec-
tion box using flexible hoses.

I Align the corner valves.

When doing so, align the pipe elbow to the marking aid (line on the
concealed connection box).

B Remove the plug.
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m Handling

B Insert the drain elbow into the lip seal of the odour trap.

I If applicable, identify sizes on the drain elbow and adjusting pipe
that may have to be shortened.

The sizes are marked in the diagram with X and are dependent on
the chosen ceramic.

B Deburr the cut edge.
Grease the lip seal.

I Insert the drain elbow through the cover plate into the lip seal of the
odour trap.

B Set the odour trap to the right size at the height.

The vertical setting range is 20 mm.

B Attach the cover plate to the concealed connection box.

The lateral supports serve as a safeguard against distortion.

B Turn the drain elbow to the right and in doing so secure it to the
washbasin.

— Check for leak tightness.

3.3 Cleaning and maintenance

Cleaning the concealed odour trap

Requirement:

B The odour trap must be freely accessible.

B Cut the water supply.
I Disconnect the water line from the corner valve.
B Turn the odour trap anti-clockwise.

When doing so, unlatch the clip to the right.

I Lift up the odour trap.

B Remove the odour trap for cleaning.

I Pull out the adjusting pipe upwards to clean.

I Clean the odour trap.
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B Cut the water supply.

B When replacing the corner valve, counter the screw fitting with a
spanner (size 27).

3.4 Disposal

plastic or non-ferrous metals) and dispose of in accordance with valid
national legal requirements.
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
