3.2 Assembly

3.2.1 Mounting support bracket

Mounting preparation

The support bracket can be attached directly to the wall or onto a fixing
rail (model 8001).

I Push in the wall bracket.

B Screw in the wall bracket fixing screw hand-tight.

B Determine and mark the fixing point on the wall (in relation to the
neighbouring element).

B If necessary, secure the mounting rail at a height in relation to the
T neighbouring element. Whilst doing so, observe on-site marking of
= the upper edge of the finished floor.

I Cut the support bracket to the determined / required length.

I Dispose of the sawn-off piece.

B Push the support bracket to the determined interval to wall.

B Tighten the wall bracket fixing screw hand-tight.

B Loosen the floor support fixing screws and lower the floor support

onto the floor.

I Align the support bracket vertically with a spirit level.

B Mark the fixing point on the floor.

I Dirill the hole (10 mm) and insert the dowel.

B Attach the floor support to the floor.
B Tighten the floor support fixing screws.

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I Tighten the wall bracket fixing screw.

I Cut the surplus part of the wall bracket flush.

INFO! Cut flush carefully, otherwise proper cladding is not
possible.

B If necessary, align the cover cap with the fixing drill hole in the floor
support and push until it clicks into place (= 150 mm floor interval).

I Insert the slot nut and turn vertically.

B Insert the fixing screw.

B Tighten the fixing screw hand tight.

B Hang the wall bracket with the support bracket between the
mounting rail and the washer.

B Tighten the fixing screw.

I Loosen the floor support fixing screws and lower the floor support
onto the floor rail.

I Align the support bracket vertically with a spirit level.
I Secure the floor support on the floor rail.

I Tighten the floor support fixing screws.
