3.1 Assembly

3.1.1 Replacing the drain valve set

Requirements:

B The cistern is freely accessible.
B The water supply has been shut off.
B The ceramic has been mounted.

I Fold the tabs forward.

I Lift the drain valve.
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I Remove the drain valve through the inspection opening and dispose
of it.

B Remove the drain valve holder through the inspection opening and
dispose of it.

I Set the large flush volume at the drain valve.

B Set the small flush volume at the drain valve.
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I Unlock the flushing throttle.
I Set the flush flow at the throttle.

B Lock the flushing throttle.

B Insert the drain valve holder through the inspection opening into the
cistern.

B Insert the drain valve through the inspection opening into the cis-
tern.
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I Position the drain valve.

I Fold the tabs upwards.

B Re-open the corner valve.

B Insert the site protection panel into the cistern.

I Turn the site protection panel's lock by 90° clockwise.

Separate the product and packaging materials (e. g. paper, metal,
plastic or non-ferrous metals) and dispose of in accordance with valid
national legal requirements.
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
