3.1 Assembly information
3.1.1  Mounting conditions

Suitable walls

B Masonry walls

The washbasin element may only be mounted on even wall surfaces.

3.2 Assembly
3.2.1 Mounting the element

Masonry and concrete walls

You should use a Prevista Dry support bracket

(model 8570.48) when mounting multiple washbasin ele-
ments with an interval of > 500 mm. Observe the instruc-
tions for use of the support bracket when mounting.
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Mounting to a masonry wall

o For mounting, Viega recommends to use the fixing set
I (model 8180.73).

B Determine and mark the fixing points.

X ® X1:1100 mm
H X2: 440 mm

B Determine and mark the fixing points on the floor.
B X3: 405 mm

B Dirill the holes.

I Insert the dowels.

B Loosen the feet of the element using a fork spanner.

I Set the installation height (X) of the element according to the
ceramic manufacturer's instructions.

I Tighten the feet of the element using a fork spanner.

[ The element is attached to the wall.

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Mounting in steel stud frame

Position the element on the floor rail.

If necessary, adjust the foot depth from 50 mm (pre-mounted) to 75
mm.

Pull the foot out and turn by 90°.
Fix the feet.

B Set the installation height (X) of the element according to the
ceramic manufacturer's instructions.

I Attach the element to the stud frame using the screws supplied.
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I [f applicable, connect further elements to the element via the stud
frame.

3.2.2 Set and clad the element
» Mount the drain elbow.

B Mount the seal and the plug.

I Turn in the threaded rods by hand.
I Tighten the nuts of the threaded rods with a fork spanner (size 13).
I Place the protective caps on the threaded rods.

B Make the water connections.
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I The opening in the support can be used as an alternative bushing
for plastic pipelines.

Example with washbasin element model 8535.

B Impress the plasterboard cladding panel at the plug using gentle
pressure.

I Cut out the recesses for the plug and the threaded rods.
