2.1 Intended use
2.1.1 Areas of use

n Typical household wastewater with temperatures up to
95 °C

n The pH value must be higher than 4 but lower than 10.

The Simplex drain/overflow is a combined drain and overflow for bath‐
tubs with a 52 mm drain hole.

Please note, this model has no odour trap. A separate
odour trap must be installed to complete the mounting.

The drain/overflow is suitable for standard bathtubs with the drain on
the head end.

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3 Handling

3.1 Assembly information
3.1.1 Mounting conditions

The following requirements exist for the mounting of the drain / over‐
flow:

n The bathtub is installed.
n The drainage line is installed all the way to the bathtub.
n The underside of the bathtub is accessible.

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3.1.3 Required tools and materials

The following tools are required for mounting:

n socket spanner (size 14)
n fine-toothed saw
n flat-blade screwdriver

The following material must be purchased separately and must be avail‐
able during mounting:

n Odour trap

3.2 Assembly
3.2.1 Mounting overflow

Proceed as follows to the mounting of the overflow:

▶ Fit the profile seal in the overflow unit.

▶ Hold the overflow unit on the overflow opening of the bathtub from
the outside.

▶ Screw the fixing flange into the overflow unit by hand.

Align and fit the rotatable rosette.

NOTICE! Only turn the fixing flange by hand. Pliers or other
tools may damage the fixing flange.  

▶ Shorten the overflow pipe and also the connection pipe on the over‐
flow unit if required.

▶ Push the overflow pipe onto the overflow unit.

3.2.2 Mounting the drain
Proceed as follows to mount the drain:

Tool

Material
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▶ Place the profile seal in the recess of the drain unit.

▶ Mount the drain unit with profile seal on the drain hole of the
bathtub from below.

▶ Insert the second seal above the bottom of the bath tub.

▶ Fit the valve top in the drain hole.

▶ Place the fixing screw in the drain unit and tighten with a socket
spanner (size 14) or a Viega mounting aid.

▶ Push the union nut, sliding ring and seal onto the bottom end of the
overflow pipe.

▶ Place the overflow pipe in the drain unit and screw together.

Maintain the insertion depth of at least 15 mm.

3.2.3 Connecting the wastewater system
The drain unit must be connected to an external odour trap as there is
no odour trap integrated into the drain fitting.

The drain unit is equipped with a vertical 1½ inch threaded connection
for the connection.

Proceed as follows to connect the drain fitting to the wastewater
system:

Requirements:

n The overflow and drain units are installed on the bathtub.
n The connection between overflow and drain has been made.

▶ Screw the drain unit together with the on-site odour trap at the
threaded connection.

Screw the drain unit together with the on-site odour trap at the con‐
nection pipe.

3.3 Disposal
Separate the product and packaging materials (e. g. paper, metal,
plastic or non-ferrous metals) and dispose of in accordance with valid
national legal requirements.
