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3 Handling

3.1 Assembly information
3.1.1 Mounting conditions

With the construction height, the marked height of the upper edge of
the finished floor must be observed.

3.1.2 Installation dimensions

3.1.3 Required tools
The following tools are required for mounting the fitting holder:

n fork or ring spanner: 8 mm / 10 mm / 17 mm / 19 mm
n Phillips-tip screwdriver

Construction height
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3.2 Assembly
3.2.1 Mounting module

The vertical rail, onto which the fitting holder is installed,
must be open facing the fitting holder.

The illustration shows the mounting on the right-hand
side. The fitting holder can be installed on the left-hand
side with a 180°-turn.

▶ Secure the module onto the open Steptec rail with the slot nuts sup‐
plied:

▶ Insert the slot nut into the opening.

▶ Push the slot nut in slightly.

▶ Turn by 90°.

▷ The slot nut is secured in the Steptec rail.

Mounting in Steptec
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▶ Align the height of the fitting holder.

▶ Tighten the slot nut with a ring spanner (SW 17).

▶ Tighten the second slot nut in the same way.

▷ The fitting holder is secured on the rail framework.

▶ Mount wall plate connection on site. Tighten with a Phillips screw‐
driver and a ring spanner (WS 10).

▶ Make water connection.

▶ Check height settings.

Make sure that the fixing ends flush with the rail framework. The
fixing may extend for a maximum of 1.5 mm beyond the rail frame‐
work.

▶ Attach odour trap. Tighten with a ring spanner (SW 8).

The interval between the drill holes is 80 mm.

▶ Connect on the wastewater side.

Handling
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3.2.2 Rounding off jobs
▶ Single clad pre-wall: Clad with 12.5 mm wide IFGP or 12 mm wide

Aqua-KS cladding panels.

When doing so, make sure that no abutting edges converge.

▶ Attach sealing collar.

▶ Push the protective cap onto the thread.

▶ Grout the abutting edges and joints with a suitable filler.

▶ Observe the instruction manual for the cladding panels for more
information.

▶ Remove and dispose of the protective cap after tiling.

▶ Shorten the thread to the correct length (X) with a saw.

▶ Mount the rosette.

▶ Attach the hose screw fitting and check for leak tightness.

3.3 Disposal
Separate the product and packaging materials (e. g. paper, metal,
plastic or non-ferrous metals) and dispose of in accordance with valid
national legal requirements.
