2 EPDM-sealing element (flat sealing)
3 Gunmetal press-in spigot with SC-Contur
4 Insulating ring
5 Union nut
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3 Handling

3.1 Storage
For storage, comply with the requirements specified in the applicable
regulations, see Ä ‘Regulations from section: Storage’ on page 6:

n Store components in a clean and dry place.
n Do not store the components directly on the floor.

3.2 Assembly
3.2.1 Assembling the insulating union

▶ Deburr the pipe ends.

▶ Mark the minimum insertion depth.

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▶ Screw the insulating union onto the sealed threaded pipe and fix
with the union nut.

▶ Push the pipe onto the press connector end.

▶ Open the press jaw and place it at a right-angle onto the press con‐
nector.

▶ Check the insertion depth using the marking.

▶ Ensure that the press jaw is placed centrally on the bead of the
press connector.

▶ Carry out the pressing process.

▶ Open and remove the press jaw.

▷ Connection is pressed.
