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3  Handling

3.1 Assembly

I Turn the cover plate lock 90° in anti-clockwise direction.

B Remove the cover plate.

B Connect the Y-cable to the flush plate.
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I Connect the radio receiver to the Y-cable.

B Remove the protective foil from the adhesive strip.

B Position the radio receiver in the cistern and press firmly against the
adhesive strip.

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B Press the flush button of the radio transmitter to be programmed
within 30 seconds.

In the case of dual volume radio transmitters, push one of the two
flush buttons.
