3  Handling

3.1 Assembly information
3.1.1  Mounting conditions

Suitable walls

The element is suitable for mounting on masonry wall constructions and
support profiles pursuant to the regulations in section & ‘Regulations
from section: Fields of application / Mounting conditions’ on page 5.

The element may only be mounted on even wall surfaces.

Construction height

With the construction height, the marked height of the upper edge of
the finished floor must be observed.

3.1.3 Required tools
The following tools are required for mounting the washbasin element:
B drill with 10 mm drill bit

B ratchet with sockets: 13 mm /17 mm
B fork or ring spanner: 13 mm /17 mm

3.2 Assembly

3.2.1 Mounting the washbasin element

Masonry wall

Masonry and concreted walls

You should use a support bracket (model 8165) when
mounting multiple washbasin elements with an interval of
> 490 mm. Observe the instructions for use of the support
bracket when mounting.

B Determine and mark fixing points.

B X1: 390 mm (model 8180.73)
B X2: 440 mm (model 8173)
B X3: 1280 mm

B Drill holes.
B Mount the fixing set with the fork spanner (size 13).

I Align height of element.

Whilst doing so, observe the markings on the element.

Determine construction height in accordance with the on-site
marking of the upper edge of the finished floor.

Set height of the crossbeam.

Cladding element (when mounting in masonry wall)

I Double-clad washbasin element (2 x 12.5 mm).

Mounting in on-site support profile

The washbasin element can be installed in support profiles of 50 mm
and 75 mm.

B Determine the fixing points.
B Align element.
B Mount drain elbow and threaded bolts.

I Set connections for wall plates.

I [f necessary, adjust the pre-mounted foot depth from 75 mm to
50 mm: Pull out foot and turn by90°.
