3.2.1 Mounting module
Mounting in Prevista Dry Plus

o The two vertical rails, which surround the module, must be
I open towards the module and have an inner distance of
420 mm.

B Secure the module onto the open mounting rail with the slot nuts
supplied:

I Insert the slot nuts into the opening of the module.

B Push the slot nuts in until they engage.

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I Align the urinal module.

I Fasten the slot nuts.

I Bend the sides of the metal bars of all rails.

3.2.2 Mounting the water connection

I Seal the connection end of the urinal water path.

I Screw the threaded end of the adapter elbow and the connection
end of the urinal water path.

Hold in place with a fork spanner on the underside of the urinal
water path.

Insert the water inlet into the transition angle.

Press the connection.

B Mount the inspection shaft.

B Determine the height of the wall plate.

INFO! Observe the dimensions of the urinal flush plate and
the ceramic.

I Loosen the screws on the wall plate, but do not unscrew them.
B Adjust the height of the wall plate.

B Tighten the screws on the wall plate again.

3.2.3 Setting up and cladding the module

B» Mount a drain elbow.

I Turn in the threaded rods by hand.
B Tighten the nuts of the threaded rods with a fork spanner.
I Place the protective caps on the threaded rods.

B Make the water connections.

I Cut out the recesses for the drain elbow and the threaded rods.

B Cut the plasterboard cladding panel to size.

B Clad the module with suitable plasterboard cladding panels.
